PERSPECTIVES OF THE ROUND TABLE

Diversity, Dialogue, Sustainability: revival of the values attached to the cultural
heritage

Whether it is the built environment, archaeological remains, a movable object,
landscape or know-how, the heritage gives the collective environment its character
and also gives Europe's regions an identity. Through the implementation of its
heritage conventions, the Council of Europe is now encouraging better use of cultural
and landscape resources, in order to enable citizens to live fulfilling lives and so as to
improve the environment.

Heritage contributes to the prosperity and attractiveness of regions that know how
to take advantage of its resources and devise new forms of development. It is also
an educational tool that can help population groups from different cultural
backgrounds get to know one another and can foster mutual recognition.

Balanced development of the regions implies an approach geared to the gradual
establishment of principles and methods for the sustainable management of
resources , conducive to comprehensive progress in society based not only on short-
term economic benefits but on respect for ecological and cultural diversity and on
stronger social bonds

The Regional Programme for Cultural and Natural Heritag e in South East
Europe (RPSEE), supported jointly by the Council of Europe and the European
Union, is designed to achieve this. By taking account of the local situation in
transition countries in Europe, it provides a testing ground for experimenting in
practice with the principles devised by the Council of Europe and, in particular, the
updated approach to the concept of heritage introduced by the Council of Europe

Framework Convention on the Value of Cultural Herit  age for Society (the Faro
Convention).

Main thrusts of the Round Table

The Round Table will provide an opportunity to highlight the main results of the
RPSEE's experiments. After an introductory audiovisual presentation, targeted oral
presentations will focus on the incorporation of the heritage factor in the approaches
of policies and inter-sectoral strategies for regional development. They will
emphasise the importance of political will and of an appropriate medium- and long-
term vision, which must underpin the introduction of such a process. Attention will be
drawn to the contributions of the programme in terms of capacity-building and the
enhancement of analytical, planning, financing and management tools, and whilst
highlighting on the conditions needed for the mobilisation of private investment,

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which is essential to the success of the projects concerned. The themes of
public/private partnership and of citizen involvement in fostering a feeling among the
public that they have appropriated the heritage will also be broached.

The Round Table will be organised in such a way as to focus on two approaches to
the issues highlighted by the Faro Convention:

- the contribution of heritage to the prosperity of the regions, the quality of life of
citizens and human development;

- shared responsibility for heritage and public participation.
Anticipated results

The Round Table will provide an opportunity to take stock of regional co-operation
developed and supported by the Council of Europe and the European Union in
South East Europe and give a higher profile to their joint initiative. The discussion
may throw up opportunities for future co-operation in pursuit of peaceful, imaginative
development that takes advantage of regional heritage and landscape resources.

The discussion should also draw attention to the guiding role of the Regional
Programme for South East Europe when it comes to monitoring the application of the
European Heritage Landscape conventions. The event being held in Belgrade on the
occasion of the 2007 European Heritage Days will provide a good opportunity to
encourage states to sign and ratify these conventions.
